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Ask your child what they learned about this week on the drive home: 
With God all things are possible. Paul planned to preach in Asia, but the 
Spirit prevented them from going. Instead, God led Paul to Macedonia 
where Paul preached to a woman who became a believer and a great 
supporter of Paul. 

Put together a puzzle with your kids. Don't let them see what the 
completed picture looks like ahead of time. Have them guess what the 
puzzle is; see how their guesses change as more pieces are put into 
place. Reassure your kids that we may not always see how things will 
fit together, but we can be confident that God has a good plan! 

At Dinner discuss: 
1. What did Paul see in his vision?
2. Who did Paul meet at the riverside in Philippi?
3. Why should we not be discouraged when things don't go the way

we planned?
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Read Matthew 28:19-20 (NIV) at Bedtime: 

"Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the

name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching

them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with

you always, to the very end of the age." 
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
